PREPARATION

Charging the battery pack
Before first use and when the battery capacity is too low you have to fully charge it.
1. Press the release buttons and pull the battery pack from the power tool.
 

2. Connect the charger jack to the socket and then connect the charger to a suitable power socket. 
The charging indicator on the adaptor lights up in red.
Note: The charger adaptor and battery pack will get warm during charging process. This is normal 
and no reason to be worried.

3. Once fully charged the charging indicator turns green. Disconnect the adaptor from the power 
socket and the charger jack from the socket.

Asegúrese de que las baterías estén cargadas utilizando el cargador correcto recomendado por el 
fabricante.

Atención!
Después de un largo tiempo de almacenamiento, la capacidad de la batería se reducirá. 

Una batería nueva o una que no se ha utilizado durante un período prolongado logra un rendimiento 
completo solo después de aproximadamente 5 ciclos de carga y descarga. 

Retire siempre la batería antes de realizar cualquier trabajo en la máquina.

Para mantener la capacidad de la batería, recomendamos que la batería se descargue completa-
mente cada mes y se recargue nuevamente. Solo almacene las baterías completamente cargadas y 
recargue la carga de vez en cuando. Deben almacenarse en un lugar seco y sin escarcha, la tempe-
ratura ambiente no debe superar los 50 ° C.

10. ALMACENAMIENTO

Guarde la máquina, las instrucciones de funcionamiento y, cuando sea necesario, los accesorios en 
el embalaje original. De esta manera, siempre tendrá toda la información y las piezas a mano.

Embale bien el dispositivo o utilice el embalaje original para evitar daños durante el transporte.

Mantenga siempre la máquina en un lugar seco.
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
